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1. Executive summary

Principal conclusions and significant findings

The detailed scope of our work as your appointed auditor for 2021/22 is set out in the National Audit Office’s
(NAQO) Code of Audit Practice. Our responsibilities and powers are derived from the Local Audit and
Accountability Act 2014 and, as outlined in our Audit Strategy Memorandum, our audit has been conducted in
accordance with International Standards on Auditing (UK) and means we focus on audit risks that we have
assessed as resulting in a higher risk of material misstatement.

In section 4 of this report we have set out our conclusions and significant findings from our audit. This section
includes our conclusions on the audit risks and areas of management judgement in our Audit Strategy
Memorandum, which include:

* Management override of controls;
* Net defined benefit liability valuation; and

» Valuation of property, plant and equipment.

Misstatements and internal control recommendations

Status and audit opinion

We have substantially completed our audit in respect of the financial statements for the year ended 31 March
2022. At the time of preparing this report, matters remaining outstanding as outlined in section 2. We will
provide an update to you in relation to the matters outstanding through issuance of a follow up letter.

We are unable to
commence our work in this area until such instructions have been received. We note that
there is a significant delay in WGA work, and the current focus is on 2020/21 work, meaning
there is likely to be a substantial delay before we will be able to address WGA for 2021/22.

Wider powers

The 2014 Act requires us to give an elector, or any representative of the elector, the
opportunity to question us about the accounting records of the Authority and to consider any
objection made to the accounts.

Changes to our audit approach

We provided details of our intended audit approach in our Audit Strategy Memorandum in June 2022. We
have not made any changes to our audit approach since we presented our Audit Strategy Memorandum.

Materiality

Our provisional materiality at the planning stage of the audit was set at £981k using a benchmark of 2% of
gross operating expenditure at the surplus/deficit on provision of services level. Our final assessment of
materiality, based on the final financial statements is £997k using the same benchmark.

Reliance on internal audit

We have not relied on the work of internal audit; however, we have reviewed their work to inform our risk
assessment processes.

Use of experts

Management makes use of experts in specific areas when preparing the financial statements. We also use
experts to assist us to obtain sufficient appropriate audit evidence on specific items of account.

Description of the risk

The financial statements contain material entries on the Balance Sheet as well as material disclosure notes in relation to the Authority’s land and buildings. Although the

Authority uses a valuation expert to provide information on valuations, there remains a high degree of estimation uncertainty associated with the revaluation of land and

buildings due to the significant judgements and number of variables involved in providing revaluations. We have therefore identified the valuation of land and buildings to be an

area of significant risk.

How we addressed this risk

We addressed this risk by:

Considering the arrangements in place for ensuring PPE values are reasonable and considered corroborative evidence to enable use to assess the reasonableness of
valuations provided by the valuer.

We assessed the competence, skills and experience of the valuer.

For assets revalued in year we reviewed the valuation methodology, including testing the underlying data and assumptions. We also compared the valuation output to
market intelligence to gain assurance that valuations;

We reviewed the approach taken by the Authority to ensure assets not revalued in year are not materially misstated.

We also considered market indices between revaluation dates and the year end to determine whether these indicated that fair values had moved materially over that time.

Audit conclusion

Our audit work has provided the assurance we sought and has not identified any material issues to bring to your attention.

We have reviewed the Authority’s accounting policies and disclosures and concluded they comply with the
2021/22 Code of Practice on Local Authority Accounting, appropriately tailored to the Authority’s circumstances.

Draft accounts were received from the Authority on 25 July 2022 and were of a good quality.

Other deficiencies in internal control — Level 2

Description of deficiency

As part of our work in relation to property valuations we identified that the estates team did not fully
understand how the valuer determined the floor area for an element of their valuation.

Potential effects

There is a risk that property valuations are not based on accurate source information.

Recommendation

The estates team work in collaboration with the valuer to ensure that the valuer is using the correct site area
data and that the estates team understand the different aspects of the valuation areas.

Management response

The Head of Assets was asked on 1/11/2022 to ensure the new Valuers (NPS Consultants) are provided
with accurate and up to date information as soon as possible.

In 2020/21, our IT audit work identified that of the 25 IT incidents tested 3 had not been closed in a timely
manner.

Potential effects

Incidents and problems are not detected, analysed or solved on a timely basis and therefore affect the
confidentiality, integrity and availability of information.

Recommendation

In order to ensure data integrity and availability as well as the normal functioning of programs and
infrastructure, we recommend ensuring all incidents are timely analysed and solved.

For monitoring purposes, we recommend implementing a regular review for all opened incidents in order to
ensure appropriate follow-up actions are taken in a timely manner.

 considering the risk of acts by the Authority which were contrary to applicable laws and regulations, including fraud.
